THE GOAL:  To address indicators of housing instability among families with children in the 
LAPZ through innovation and collaboration.

THE PROBLEM:  Los Angeles Promise Zone neighborhoods are among the most densely 
populated in LA County, with 70% of the rental housing stock comprised of studio and one-
bedroom apartments, with absentee landlords and unscrupulous management companies, 
substandard housing conditions and rampant overcrowding. While there appears to be less 
residential mobility than in some other area, homelessness among families with children is 
significant. 

THE RATIONALE: Improving the housing conditions of children and families will help to 
promote successful outcomes in education, child and family services, health and mental 
health, and among other diverse measures of health and well-being.

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What We Learned

Ç95% of residents are renters

Ç73% of rental units are studio and 1-bedroom units

Ç56% of households cannot afford a Fair Market Rent Studio at 30 percent of their 
income  

Ç64% to 69% of the poorest households pay 50% or more of their income in rent

ÇA substantial number of children 0-18 are living in overcrowded, substandard and 
deteriorating housing
